· Types of manipulations planned – this information is included in the submitted application.
· Source(s) of any inserted DNA sequences – this information is included in the submitted application.
· Nature of the inserted DNA sequences (e.g., structural gene, oncogene) – this information is included in the submitted application.
· Host(s) and vector(s) to be used – this information is included in the submitted application.
· Whether an attempt will be made to obtain expression of a foreign gene, and if so, the protein that will be produced – this information is included in the submitted application.
· Containment conditions to be implemented – this information is included in the submitted application.
· Applicable section of the NIH Guidelines – this information is included in the submitted application and noted in the minutes.

b. James Porter: Porter Lab IBC Protocol. NIH Guidelines III-F-8.

Lab safety audit date needs to be updated, the full list of PPE to be used must be included, the aerosols box should be checked and mitigation steps added, sharps disposal should be clarified, and the use of a water rinse between bleach and alcohol use should be specifically stated.

The committee moved and seconded to approve the proposal pending suggested changes. The motion passed with 9 Members voting approval, 0 Members voting disapproval, and 0 Members abstaining.
